Making A Splash

Instructions  
 

1. Print out five 4x3” photos. 
2. Cut 2 semi circles, about 5” in diameter from 2 different patterned papers. 

Distress the edges slightly and ink with brown ink. 
3. Stamp a background image on the upper top left corner of the cardstock. Do 

the same for the lower right corner as well. 
4. Adhere one of the semi-circle, about 1” from the top and 3” from the left 

side. Stamp a journaling image onto it.  
5. Adhere the second semi-circle, about 1” from the bottom and 9” from the 

right side.  
6. Arrange the photos, from top to bottom, with the first one, askew to the right, 

and the second, askew to the left, alternating each one in a random manner. 
Ensure that the photos cover the straight edges of the semi-circles, but 
leaving enough spaces for title and journaling. 

7. Journal as desired on the top semi-circle. 
8. Create title using alphabet stickers on the bottom semi-circle.  
9. Add buttons to the circles on the tree. 
10. Make tiny slits on the stem of the tree and thread a ribbon through and tie a 

knot. 
11. Doodle around the edges of the cardstock.

Instructions  

 
1. Decide where to place your photo and layer up pieces of paper behind.  (This 

is a great way of using up some scraps). 
2. In the spaces around stamp a shape (i.e. Fireworks), pierce holes and stitch 

around these shapes.  Finish by adding a button in the centre.   
3. To make the paper beads, cut a rectangle of paper (different widths, and 

approx 2" in length).  Dampen the paper, to do this you can use a water spray 
or shimmer mist.  Wrap tightly around the point of a pokey tool or similar, stick 
down the end using a tiny amount of wet glue.  When dry you can add them 
to your layout.  By wetting and drying the paper it becomes really firm and will 
hold its shape well.  Alternatively you can make the paper beads from a 
triangle of paper, winding from the widest point; this will give your bead a 
slightly different shape.  

4. Add your title using stickers and add detail using pens.   
5. Add journaling as appropriate.
